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These are recommended doses. Any doses of local anaesthetic drugs, administered into different areas of the body, contribute to an overall maximum dose for a
particular patient. If the maximum recommended dose of one local anaesthetic has been reached no further local anaesthetic should be given. Absorption varies
depending on injection site/method of administration, and blood levels may increase in the elderly and unwell patient. Actual maximum dosage may be less than
stated above so adjust dose accordingly. Beware of the risks, clinical signs and management of Local Anaesthetic Systemic Toxicity (LAST). Further information can
